Purpose of Form.—A person who is required to
file an information return with IRS must obtain
your correct taxpayer identification number (TIN)
to report income paid to you, reafl estate
transactions, mortgage interest you paid, the
acquisition or abandonment of secured property,
or contributions you made to an individual
retirement arrangement (IRA). Use Form W-9 to
furnish your correct TIN to the requester (the
person asking you to furnish your TIN), and, when
applicable, (1) to certify that the TIN you are
furnishing is correct, (2} to certify that you are
not subject to backup withholding, and (3) to
claim exemption from backup withhelding if you
are an exempt payee. Furnishing your correct TIN
and making the appropriate certifications will
prevent certain payments from being subject to
the 20% backup withholding.

Note: If a requester gives you a form other than
a W-8 to request your TIN, you must use the
requester's form.

How To Obtain a TIN.—If you do not have a TIN,
you should apply for one immediately. To apply
for the number, obtain Form $8-5, Appiication
for a Social Security Number Card (for
individuals}, or Form $S-4, Application for
Employer identification Number (for businesses
and all other entities), at your locat office of the
Sacial Security Administration or the Internal
Revenue Service. Complete and file the
appropriate form according to its instructions.

To complete Form W-9 if you donot have a
IN, write "Applied For” in the space for the TIN
inPart 1, si%n and date the form, and give it to the
requester. For payments that could be subject to
backup withholding, you will then have &0 days to

obtain a TIN and furnish it to the requester.

receive will not be subject to the 20% backup
withholding, unless you make a withdrawal.
However, if the requester does not receive your
TIN from you within 60 days, backup withholding,
if applicable, will begin and continue until you
furnish your TIN to the requester.

Note: Writing “Applied For" on the form means
that you have already applied for a TIN OR that
you intend to apply for one in the near future.

As soon as you receive your TIN, complete
another Form W-9, include your new TIN, sign
and date the form, and give it to the requester,
What Is Backup Withholding? —Persons making
certain payments to you are required to withhold
and pay to IRS 20% of such payments under
certain conditions. This is called “backup
withholding.” Payments that could be subject to
backup withholding include interest, dividends,
broker and barter exchange transactions, rents,
royalties, nonemployee compensation, and
certain payments from fishing boat operators, but
do not include real estate transactions.

If you give the requester your correct TiN,
make the appropriate certifications, and report all
your taxable interest and dividends on your tax
return, your payments will not be subject to
backup withholding. Payments you receive will be
subject to backup withholding if:

(1) You do not furnish your TIN to the
requester, or

(2} IRS notifies the requester that you
furnished an incorrect TIN, or

{3) You are notified by IRS that you are subject
to backup withholding because you failed to report
all your interest and dividends on your tax return
(for interest and dividend accounts only), or

{4) You fail te certify to the requester that you
are not subject to backup withholding under (3)
above (for interest and dividend accounts opened

ly), ot

only to interest, dividend, broker, or barter
exchange accounts opened after 1983, or broker
accounts considered inactive in 1983.

For ather payments, you are subject to backup
withholding only if (1) or (2) above applies.

Certain payees and payments are exempt from
hackup withhelding and information reporting.
See Payees and Payments Exempt From Backup
Withholding, below, and Exempt Payees and
Payments under Specific Instructions, on page 2,
if you are an exempt payee.

Payees and Payments Exempt From Backup
Withholding.—The foliowing iists payees that
are exempt from backup withholding and
information reporting. For interest and dividends,
all listed payees are exempt except item (9). For
broker transactions, payees listed in (1) through
(13), and a person registered under the
Investment Advisers Act of 1940 who regularly
acts as a broker are exempt. Payments subject to
reporting under sections 6041 and 604 1A are
generally exempt from backup withhalding only if
made to payees described in items (1) through
(7}, except that a corporation that provides
medical and health care services or bills and
collects payments for such services is not exernpt
from backup withholding or information
reporting. Onily payees described in items (2)
through (6) are exempt from backup withhoiding
for barter exchange transactions, patronage
dividends, and payments by certain fishing boat
operators.

o Payments of patronage dividends not paid

in money.

e Payments made by certain foreign organizations

Payments of interast generally not subject to

backup withholding include the following:
le Payments of interest on obligations issued by
individuals. Mote: You may be subject to backup
withholding if this interest is $600 or more and is
paid in the course of the payer's trade or business
and you have not provided your correct TIN to the
payer.

e Payments of tax-exempt interest (including
exempt-interest dividends under section 852).

e Payments described in section 6049(bX5)

to nonresident aliens.

o Payments on tax-free covenant bonds under
section 1451.

¢ Payments made by certain foreign organizations
o Mortgage interest paid by you.

Payments that are not subject to information
reporting are also not subject to backup
withholding. For details, see sections 6041,
6041A(a), 6042, 6044, 6045, 6049, 6050A and
6050N, and the regulations under such sections.

Penalties

Falture To Furnish TIN.—If you fail to furnish
your correct TIN to a requester, you are subject to
a penaity of $50 for each such failure unless your
failure is dueto reasonable cause and not to
wiltiul neglect.

Fallure To Include Certain items on Your Tax
Return.—if you fail to property include on your
tax return certain items reported to iRS, such
failure will be treated as being due to negligence,
and you will be subject to a penalty of 5% on any
part of an underpayment of tax attributable te
that failure unless there is clear and convincing
evidence to the contrary.

Civil Penatty for False Information With
Respect to Withholding.——If you make a false
statement with no reasonable basis that results in
na impasitian of backup withholding, you are
subject to a penaity of $500,

Criminal Penalty for Faisifying
Information.—Wiilfully faisifying certifications
or affirmations may subject you to criminal
penalties including fines and/or imprisonment.

Specific Instructions

Name,—if you are an individual, generally
provide the name shown on your social security
card. However, if you have changed your last
name, for instance, due to marriage, without
informing the Social Security Administration of
the name change, you may enter your first name
and both the last name shown on your social
security card and your new last name.

Signing the Certification.—

(1) Interest, Dividend, and Barter Exchange
Accounts Opened Before 1984 and Broker
Accounts That Were Considered Active During
1983.—You are not required o sign the
certification; however, you may do so. You are
required to provide your correct TIN,

(2) Interest, Dividend, Broker and Barter
Exchange Accounts Opened After 1983 and
Broker Accounts That Were Considered
{nactive During 1983.—You must sign the
certification or backup withholding will apply. If
you are subject to backup withholding and you
are merely providing your correct TIN to the
requester, you must cross out item (2) in the
certification before signing the form.

(3) Real Estate Transactions.—You must sign
the certification. You may cross out item (2) of
the certification if you wish.

(4) Other Payments.—You are required to
furnish your correct TIN, but you are not required
to sign the certification unless you have been
notified of an incorrect TIN. Other payments
include payments made in the course of the
requester’s trade or business for rents, rovalties,
goods {(other than hiils for merchandise), medical
and health care services, payments to a
nonemployee for services (including attorney and
accounting fees), and payments to certain fishing
toai crew members.

(5) Mortgage Interest Paid by You, Acquisition
or Abandonment of Secured Property, or IRA
Contributlons.—You are required to furnish
your correct TIN, but you are not required to sign
the certification.

(6) Exempt Payees and Payments. —If you are
exemnpt from backup withholding, you should
complete this form to avoid possible erroneous
backup withholding. Enter your correct TIN in
Part |, write “EXEMPT" in the block in Part {l,
cross out item (2) of the certification, sign and
date the form. i you are a nonresident alien or
foreign entity not subject to backup withholding,
give the requester a completed Form W-8,
Certificate of Foreign Status.

(7) TIN “Applied For.”-—Foliow the instructions
under How To Obtain a TIN. earlier, sign and date
this form.

Privacy Act Notice.—Section 6109 requires you
